The Promoter

The promoter is ITF Licensing (UK) Limited, with registered address, Bank Lane, Roehampton,
SW15 5XZ United Kingdom.

The Competition

The competition shall be open to ITF Junior players (ITF Juniors Bi-Monthly Racket Prize Draw)
and ITF Senior players (ITF Seniors Bi-Monthly Racket Prize Draw) as set out in these terms and
conditions.

How to enter

The Competition will be run by the Promoter until further notice, on a bi-monthly basis,
between the dates and times specified on https.//www.itftennis.com/en/about-
us/organisation/publications-and-resources/info-for-players from time to time. Each period
during which the Competition is being run is an ‘Entry Period’.

Each Entry Period shall relate to either an ITF Juniors Bi-Monthly Racket Prize Draw or an ITF

Eligibility
Save for those individuals set out at condition 4.2, the Competition is open to all entrants that

have followed the entry process specified at condition 3 above and compete on either:

(a) the ITF World Tennis Tour Juniors (in relation to entering the ITF Juniors Bi-Monthly
Racket Prize Draw); or

(b)  the ITF Seniors Tour (in relation to entering the ITF Seniors Bi-Monthly Racket Prize
Draw).

The following individuals are not eligible to enter the Competition:
